English-language training program for academic staff report by 
Basiladze Katrina, senior lecturer.

Within the framework of the project, on December 1, 2006 English-language training program for academic staff was started.  
The program is aimed at the academic staff of the Management Department of National Taurida University named after V.I. Vernadsky. 

10 teachers formed the group trained under the program. 

The course is a highly intensive but broad program of language development, focusing on all of the main skills that are required in the FCE exam.
The English language training program has varied goals. The matter is that the knowledge of the English language differed substantially among members of the group at the beginning of the course; therefore the following goals were chosen to be achieved by the end of the training program:
· to present a manageable coverage of grammar at pre-intermediate (for group members with lower language fluency), intermediate and advanced levels;
· to suggest the range of structures that a person would need to be able to communicate effectively;

· to improve the participants’: 

· speaking skills;

· listening skills;

· use of English skills;

· to develop skills to make formal reports; 
· to prepare candidates for the Cambridge FCE (First Certificate in English) examination. 
The course took 100 academic hours (60 hours in December 2006 – May 2007; 40 hours in September – November 2007), with the following distribution of hours among different types of activities:
· listening 10 hours

· reading and discussing 15 hours

· writing 15 hours 

· grammar 40 hours 

· speaking 20 hours

· stative / dynamic verbs

· sequence of tenses 

· perfect tenses 

· continuous forms

· subjunctives and unreal past, conditionals 

· linking words and phrases

For reading and discussing purposes chapters 2, 3, 5, 9, 11, 15 and 23 from Marketing Mistakes and Successes by Robert F. Hartley were chosen. 

The results of the English-language training program are the following:
· program participants understand what they read and hear more easily 

· program participants speak and write more accurately

· program participants speak more fluently 

· program participants use a wider range of vocabulary in their written and spoken English

· program participants handle the language more effectively and with greater confidence

At the end of the program the participants completed the computer-based test that allowed to evaluate their progress.
